I. Aprobación del acta de la junta de 2006

Los resúmenes del XXI Congreso de la International Primatological Society celebrado en
Entebbe, Uganda, del 25 al 30 de agosto de 2006, se publicaron en 2006 en el IPS Bulletin,
32 (2): 6-17 y en 2006 en el International Journal of Primatology, 29: 273-287.
Se aprueba por unanimidad

II. Informes del Consejo Ejecutivo

A. Presidente (Richard Wrangham)

Entre los logros de este mandato, Richard Wrangham cita la adopción de la declaración de Kinshasa, la
propuesta de expertos para el GRASP, la creación del IPS Lifetime Achievement Award y la organización
de las elecciones.

B. Secretaria General (Elisabetta Visalberghi)

C. Tesorero, VP para miembros (Steve Shapiro)

El ejercicio 2007 se cerró con un saldo positivo de 2228$.  Para el año 2008 todavía no se ha cerrado el
ejercicio, aunque a 30 de junio se disponía de 3962$, sin contar el resultado del congreso.
El congreso IPS 2006 contó con 754 participantes. Para el congreso de 2008 se esperan alrededor de
1400 personas. A día de hoy, la IPS cuenta con 1351 miembros.
La editorial Springer dona 2 $ por cada suscripción al Internacional Journal of Primatology que se realice
a través de la web de la IPS. Se han conseguido 189 suscripciones en 2008.
La IPS destina un total de 54000$ a becas, ayudas, y workshops pre-congreso.
La crisis de los mercados en USA ha provocado algunos problemas en los fondos de la IPS dedicados al
Galante Award.

XXII CONGRESO DE LA INTERNATIONAL PRIMATOLOGICAL SOCIETYXXII Congreso de la IPS

• Facilitar las relaciones con las asociaciones nacionales

G. Vice President de Manejo en Cautividad (Colleen McCann)

Otorga las Captive Care Grants.
Se han elaborado las Directrices Internacionales para la Adquisición, el Cuidado y la Reproducción de
Primates No Humanos en 2006 (disponibles on-line en la web de la IPS: http://
w w w . i n t e r n a t i o n a l p r i m a t o l o g i c a l s o c i e t y . o r g / d o c s /
IPS_International_Guidelines_for_the_Acquisition_Care_and_Breeding_of_Nonhuman_Primates_Second_Edition_2007.pdf).
Se han traducido ya al francés. La traducción española está en curso. Los miembros del comité se
comprometen con la aplicación de las directrices.

H. Vice President para Investigación (Peter Kappeler)

Esta vicepresidencia es de reciente creación, puesto que existe desde 2006. Ha organizado 2 convocatorias
de becas, en las que sólo el 10% de las propuestas han sido aceptadas. Organiza la competición
de estudiantes durante el congreso.

III.  Informe de las acciones de IUCN, SSC,  y PSG  (Dr. Anthony Rylands)

Se presenta durante el congreso la lista roja 2008 de la IUCN. El 50% de los primates se encuentran
amenazados en mayor o menor medida (informaciones detalladas en el anexo). La nota de prensa elaborada
por IUCN/SSC/PSG fue reenviada al Gabinete de Prensa de la Universidad Autónoma de Madrid para
su difusión en España y a la Agencia Española de Cooperación Internacional (AECI) en Iquitos, Perú.
A partir de octubre, la IUCN pondrá en marcha un sistema para actualizar la información de la distribución
de los primates a través de a web.

IV. Informes de las sociedades afiliadas

La EFP informa de que se está tramitando una nueva directiva en la Unión Europea sobre la experimentación
con animales. Esta normativa lleva ya retraso, y no se sabe cuándo podría estar lista. Al parecer se tratará
de una regulación muy restrictiva, sobre todo en lo que se refiere a la experimentación con primates.
Contará con 27 artículos y 2 apéndices muy revolucionarios, pero parece que los apéndices no serán
prescriptitos. La ley obligará a contar con comités éticos, tratará de los animales transgénicos, de los
animales retirados tras su uso en experimentación.
Se informa de la celebración del 3er congreso de la EFP en Zurich, del 12 al 15 de agosto de 2009. Se
concederán becas de viaje para los estudiantes.

La APE informa de la actualización de su página web, y de la organización de los Congresos Ibéricos de
Primatología en colaboración con la Asociación Primatológica de Portugal.

La sociedad japonesa de primatología cuenta con 600 miembros y organiza su congreso de forma anual.

V. Informe sobre la organización del XXIII Congreso, 2010 (Japón)

Hiroshi Ihobe presentó las líneas maestras del próximo congreso IPS 2010 que se celebrará en Kyoto,
del 12 al 18 de septiembre de 2010. Las informaciones se actualizarán en la página web www.ips2010.jp

VI. Propuesta para la organización del XXIV Congreso, 2012

Se aprueba la propuesta de Ernesto Rodriguez Luna y Jorge Martínez-Contreras. El congreso IPS 2012
se celebrará en Veracruz, México, organizado por la Universidad Veracruzana (UV) y Universidad
Autónoma Metropolitana (UAM-México).

VII. Transición a un Boletín Electrónico

El último número editado se encuentra protegido en la página web, con acceso restringido sólo para
miembros, el resto de números se encuentran en acceso libre. Se enviará un email con link al último
número a todos los socios. El dinero que se ahorre con el cambio de papel a electrónico se destinará a 3
nuevas becas.

VIII. Conferencias plenarias en los congresos de la IPS

Se acuerda un sistema de conferencias plenarias por parte del presidente de la IPS. Éste pronunciará una
conferencia plenaria en el congreso en el que resulte proclamado, y la bienvenida en el siguiente congreso
(su mandato es de 4 años).
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IX. Organización de la competición de estudiantes

Dado el gran número de inscritos en la competición de estudiantes, se acuerda cambiar el método de
evaluación. A partir del próximo congreso, se elegirán una serie de finalistas en base a los abstracts. Estos
finalistas serán luego evaluados durante el congreso para la elección de los ganadores.

X. Informe del comité ad-hoc sobre pobreza

El comité sobre la pobreza, presidido por Tammie Bettinger y Vernon Reynolds fue creado durante el
congreso de Uganda en 2006. Han elaborado una declaración sobre la conveniencia de que los primatólogos
de campo lleven a cabo acciones de conservación a través de la implicación de las comunidades. Esta
declaración debe ser aprobada en la asamblea general (vide infra).

XI. Discusión de una Declaración sobre Acquisición, Cuidado, Investigación y Cría de Primates No-
humanos que complemente a la Declaración sobre Protección de la Salud de los Primates en Libertad
en la web de la IPS

Sandy Harcourt propone la redacción de una declaración sobre la adquisición, cuidado, investigación y
cría de primates no humanos que complemente a la declaración ya existente sobre protección de la salud
de los primates en libertad. El objetivo es que aquellas investigaciones que no cumplan con los principios
enunciados en estas declaraciones no puedan ser publicadas en el International Journal of Primatology.

XII. Discusión de una Declaración sobre «Imagen inadecuada de los primates en los medios de
comunicación»

Se decide someter al refrendo de la asamblea general la declaración acerca de la representación inadecuada
de los primates en los medios de comunicación. Con esta declaración se pretende sensibilizar hacia el uso
de chimpancés y otros primates como reclamos comerciales o de entretenimiento.

Reunión de la junta directiva de la Federación Europea de Primatología (EFP)
6 de agosto de 2008

Tras los preceptivos informes del presidente y del tesorero (beneficio de 742,58€ en 2007), esta reunión
se centró fundamentalmente en la discusión de los aspectos relacionados con la organización de los congresos
de la EFP. El próximo congreso tendrá lugar en Zurich del 12 al 15 de agosto de 2009. La organización
tiene previsto un generoso programa de becas de viaje para estudiantes.
El congreso de 2011 se celebrará en Bruselas, organizado por las universidades de Bruselas y Liège, y el
congreso de 2015 tendrá lugar en Lisboa, organizado por la Asociación Portuguesa, coincidiendo con el
Congreso Ibérico.
Cada sociedad nacional presentó a continuación un informe de sus actividades, que se encuentra a
disposición de los interesados en la Secretaría General de la APE.
Por otro lado, Bernard Thierry (SFP-Francia) solicita apoyo para evitar que la Universidad de Estrasburgo
sacrifique a un grupo de macacos tonkeanos portadores del Herpes B. Desgraciadamente, estos macacos
ya han sido eutanasiados.
Las actas de la reunión de la junta directiva de la EFP y el informe del tesorero están a disposición de los
interesados en la secretaría de la APE.
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Asamblea General de la IPS

Se hace entrega de los premios y becas otorgados en educación, conservación, manejo en cautividad e
investigación, correspondientes a los años 2007 y 2008. Se subraya el enorme número de solicitudes
recibidas, en constante aumento año tras año.

Se informa del workshop pre-congreso 2008, celebrado en la Universidad de Saint Andrews acerca de
«Improving primate welfare through behavioural husbandry», al que asistieron 16 delegados de 11 países.
Estas personas, de vuelta a sus países de origen, contribuirán a su vez a formar a nuevos profesionales en
el manejo de primates, lo que redundará en un mayor bienestar para un mayor número de primates.

Se aprueba la declaración sobre conservación a través de la implicación de las comunidades.

Improving Primate Conservation through Community Involvement
WHEREAS many nonhuman primates are negatively affected by human activities that result in destruction of their
habitat and fragmentation of their populations; and

WHEREAS conservation of nonhuman primate populations requires the trust and support of the local human
population;

The International Primatological Society therefore RECOMMENDS:

• THAT when conducting primate field studies, researchers consider including some provision for Conservation
through Community Involvement.

Se aprueba por unanimidad la declaración sobre la representación inadecuada de los primates en los
medios de comunicación.

Opposition to the Use of Nonhuman Primates in the Media
WHEREAS live nonhuman primates are often portrayed in the media as frivolous caricatures of humans, dressed in
clothing and trained to do tricks on command for the amusement of the general public but with disregard to the
welfare and conservation consequences; and

WHEREAS many nonhuman primates used as actors in movies and television and as photo props for commercials
and greeting cards are often removed from their mothers shortly after birth and are denied opportunities for normal
social and psychological development; and

WHEREAS the use of nonhuman primates in this industry often involves aversive techniques to maintain control of
these animals; and

WHEREAS the inappropriate portrayal of nonhuman primates inaccurately conveys their biology and conservation
status and may affect public attitudes including those in range countries where interactions with these animals have
potential damaging consequences; and

WHEREAS evidence suggests that many nonhuman primate species are susceptible to many of the pathogenic
infections that afflict humans and the transmission of infection can occur in both directions, especially in performing
circumstances in which primates are in direct proximity with public audiences including children and the elderly,

The International Primatological Society therefore opposes the use of nonhuman primates as performers, photo
props or actors
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Se informa de la concesión del Lifetime Award 2008 a Toshida Nishida.

El grupo de especialista de primates de IUCN presentó en la asamblea la lista de las 25 especies de
primates más amenazadas de 2008. Para los primatólogos españoles es importante resaltar la posible
nueva inclusión del tití de cabeza blanca, Saguinus oedipus, en esta lista.

There are currently 634 recognized taxa (i.e., species and subspecies) of
primates: 170 in Africa, 96 in Madagascar, 169 in Asia, and 199 in the
Neotropics (Mexico and Central and South America).
303 species and subspecies, or 48 percent of all primates, are categorized as
Vulnerable (VU), Endangered (EN) or Critically Endangered (CR) on the IUCN
Red List of Threatened Species, meaning they are at risk of extinction.

Critically Endangered (CR) – 69 species and subspecies, or 11 percent of the total
Endangered (EN) – 137 species and subspecies, or 22 percent of the total
Vulnerable (VU) – 97 species and subspecies, or 15 percent of the total
Near Threatened (NT) – 36 species and subspecies, or 6 percent of the total
Least Concern (LC) – 192 species and subspecies, or 30 percent of the total
Data Deficient (DD) – 91 species and subspecies, or 14 percent of the total
Not Evaluated (NE) – 12 species and subspecies, or 2 percent of the total

Africa – 63 species and subspecies listed as VU, EN or CR, which is 37 percent of all African primates
Asia – 120 species and subspecies listed as VU, EN or CR, which is 71 percent of all Asian primates
Madagascar – 41 species and subspecies listed as VU, EN or CR, which is 43 percent of all Malagasy
primates
Neotropics – 79 species and subspecies listed as VU, EN or CR, which is 40 percent of all Neotropical
primates
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The Number of Primates

The taxonomic list of primates maintained by the PSG currently indicates 405 species and 664 species and
subspecies.  This is rather more than was assessed by the IUCN Red List Program for the 2008 IUCN Red
List of Threatened Species (see below).  The discrepancy comes from differing taxonomies, most especially
for the Asian primates, as well as a number of newly described primates that were not assessed.  A task for
the near future will be a re-assessment of the PSG’s taxonomic lists, involving a review of recent literature
and consultation of members for the respective regions.

Primate Species and Subspecies Described from 2007 to 2008 (August)

Twelve primates—species and subspecies—were described during the period 2007–2008 (August): seven
from Madagascar, one from Africa, one from Asia, and three from the Neotropics.  Eight of the primates
described are prosimians (a potto, a mouse lemur, two bamboo lemurs, two sportive lemurs, and two woolly
lemurs), and four are monkeys (a silvered langur, a night monkey, and two black uakaris).

Lepilemur manasamody Craul et al. 2007 was described from the ‘Province of Mahajanga, Ambongabe
(15°19’38.3"S, 46°40’44.4"E) and Anjiamangirana (15°09’24.6"S, 47°44’06.2"E).»  Zinner et al. (2007)
examined conflicting results in the genetic analysis of sportive lemurs in northwest Madagascar, those in the
range of what was once considered to be Lepilemur dorsalis. They indicated that L. manasamody is
probably a junior synonym of L. grewcocki Louis Jr. et al. 2006—sampling sites were less than 2 km apart,
with no evident geographic barrier—but «further testing is necessary».

Section on Great Apes (SGA) (Liz Williamson)

The SGA was created in 2004 and now comprises 102 members, with an Executive Committee of 22 (see
Appendix 1).  In April 2005, the Executive Committee convened for the first time in Chicago for a 3-day
meeting to refine the role of the SGA and develop a 3-year workplan.  Activities and outputs are described
under the relevant headings (Red List assessments, Action Plans, publications). A new initiative is the A.P.E.S.
database.

Ape Populations, Environments and Surveys (A.P.E.S.) Database
The Department of Primatology of the Max Planck Institute for Evolutionary Anthropology is one of the
leading ape research institutions in the world.  In 2006, researchers from the Max Planck Institute initiated
the A.P.E.S. database (http://apes.eva.mpg.de) in collaboration with the SGA.  This is an IUCN/SSC database,
modelled on the African Elephant Specialist Group database.  A data access and release policy was formulated,
which allows data owners to specify parameters of use of any dataset contributed to A.P.E.S. The database
will have the following functions:

• an informational clearinghouse about great ape conservation;
• a place to store information on great ape distribution, populations and monitoring;
• hypothesis testing; and
• policy advising.

The objective is to compile existing survey data of all ape species, to record presence/absence; spatial trends
in ape populations, temporal trends in ape populations; estimates of population sizes, and ultimately to provide
an accurate picture of the distribution and abundance of great apes, and thus inform long-term management
and conservation strategies for these taxa.  This project also aims to collect new field data, with a particular
emphasis on the assessment of global status of all ape species.  To this end, Max Planck will provide a
support service for survey design and data analysis to contributors, and the A.P.E.S. team is willing to analyse
data on behalf of researchers and others, such as logging companies who participate in the monitoring of
great ape populations (see also «Best Practice Guidelines»).

The A.P.E.S. website features an interactive map which links survey data to geographic locations, providing
a user-friendly means for searching by country or region.  So far, the database developers have focused on
cataloguing published surveys and soliciting researchers to contribute any data available.  Approximately, 200
surveys of gorillas and chimpanzees have been listed to date, with a further 300 thought to exist but yet to be
acquired.  The database is being expanded to include bonobos and orangutans, and survey information from
Malaysia and Indonesia are being entered.

IUCN/SSC Red List of Threatened Primates – 2005-2008

From 2005 to 2008, the threatened status of all primate species and subspecies was assessed against the
IUCN/SSC Red List Categories and Criteria Version 3.1 (2001, IUCN, Gland, Switzerland and Cambridge,
UK).  This is part of an assessment of all the mammals, the results of which will be announced at the IUCN
World Conservation Congress, Barcelona, 5–14 October, 2008.
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The results for the great apes, except for eastern gorilla, were released and placed on the IUCN Red List
website (http://www.iucnredlist.org) in September 2007.  The assessments for the remaining primates will
be announced at a symposium/workshop during the XXII Congress of the International Primatological Society
(IPS), Edinburgh, 3–8 August 2008, «Assessing the Conservation Status of the World’s Primates: Key
Issues and Challenges», organized by Russell A. Mittermeier, Anne Savage, Anthony B. Rylands and Liz
Williamson (see below).  The results of the assessment will be made available on the PSG website (http://
www.primate-sg.org) at the time of the IPS Congress.  They will be placed on the IUCN Red List website,
along with the results for all mammals, in early October 2008.  The assessments involved a broad consultation
of experts and practitioners in primate taxonomy, biogeography, ecology and conservation, along with four
Red List Assessment workshops, one for each of the four major regions where primates occur (Africa,
Madagascar, Asia and the Neotropics, these are listed below).  Most importantly, the process was accompanied
by the population of data in SSC’s Species Information System (SIS), which now has data sheets for all the
primate species, providing information on taxonomy, distributions, populations, habitats, biology ands threats,
and which form the basis for the assessment.  All currently recognized subspecies were assessed, and
information on the taxonomy and distribution of each is included in the species’ data sheets.

The IUCN/SSC Red List Assessment of 634 primate species and subspecies indicates that 303 are now
threatened: 48% of all primates.  Almost 11% are Critically Endangered, 21% are Endangered, and 15%
Vulnerable.  Sixteen percent were not assessed (Data Deficient or Not Evaluated).  Many of these were
species recently described, most especially lemurs, which have very small distributions in regions where
forests have been largely devastated.  Only 30% of the primates were assessed as of Least Concern.

Forty-five percent of the Malagasy lemurs were assessed as Data Deficient; only 8% were found to be of
Least Concern.  Seventy-one percent, 120, of the 169 Asian primates are now considered threatened according
to the IUCN Red List categories and criteria.

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The World’s 25 Most Endangered Species

The idea behind the biennial listing of the World’s 25 Most Endangered Primates is to draw attention to the
species which are highly threatened, currently lacking adequate national and international attention for their
conservation, and most in need of further research and protection.  The Primate Specialist Group and the
Conservation Committee of the International Primatological Society (IPS) joined forces in 2004 to draw up,
and publicize this list.  The list is reviewed and discussed every two years at an open meeting held during the
Congresses of the International Primatological Society.  The 2006–2008 list was drawn up during the XXI
Congress of the International Primatological Society (IPS), Entebbe, Uganda, 26–30 June 2006, and resulted
in the list below.

Three taxa were returned to the list: the roloway guenon (Cercopithecus diana roloway) and Miss Waldron’s
red colobus (Procolobus badius waldroni), both on the 2002 list, and the Peruvian yellow-tailed woolly
monkey (Oreonax flavicauda), which was on the first list in 2000.  The World’s 25 Most Endangered
Primates 2006–2008 are spread through 18 countries.  Those which stand out are: Madagascar (four species),
Vietnam (four species), and Indonesia (three species).  In the Neotropical Region, the three species are all
Andean.

A full report was produced with essays on the threatened status of each of the 25 species and subspecies,
with contributions from 52 primatologists worldwide (Mittermeier et al., 2007a).  The report was later published
in Primate Conservation (Mittermeier et al. 2007b).
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A media campaign for the 2006–2008 list was launched by the Strategic Marketing and Global Communications
Department of Conservation International in October–November 2007.  A news release was distributed in
English, French, Spanish and Portuguese. According to the CI report, the campaign was estimated to have
reached 15 million people worldwide, with «media hits» including magazines, newspapers, online news, radio
and television.  Among the placements were articles in the New York Times, USA’s National Public Radio’s
(NPR) «Living on Earth», Time Online, The Guardian Online, National Geographic Online, El Tiempo
(Colombia), Veja (Brazil), The Akahata (Japan), Medan Bisnis (Indonesia), The China Daily and Salzburger
Nachrichten (Austria).  The report listed 319 total media placements during October – November 2007.

Section on Great Apes – Best Practice Guidelines for the Conservation of Great Apes (Liz Williamson)

The goal of this series of publications is to address cutting-edge issues in great ape conservation, and develop
consensus through the publication of guidelines or best practices on priority issues.  These draw primarily on
expertise from within the IUCN/SSC network, providing guidance not only to great ape scientists and
researchers in the field, but also to development organisations, donors, and governments involved in projects
concerning great apes.  The publications are endorsed by the IUCN and the series editor is Liz Williamson,
Coordinator of the PSG Section on Great Apes.

The objectives of these publications are 1) to provide a clear overview of a particular great ape conservation
issue based on the best information available to date, 2) to provide clear recommendations and guidelines on
what the specialist group feels are best practices concerning each issue, and 3) provide information on
which practices have and have not been successful in the field.  At an Executive Committee meeting of the
IUCN/SSC/PSG’s Section on Great Apes in April 2005, the following six topics were considered the most
important and urgent for action.  Guidelines or best practice documents will be published on each of these
issues.  The publications are available in electronic form, open access, on the PSG website: http://
www.primate-sg.org/best.practices.htm.

PSG and the South Asian Primate Network – SAPN (Sally Walker, Sanjay Molur)

The South Asian Primate Network (SAPN) of the PSG was set up by Sally Walker (PSG Coordinator for
South Asia), Sanjay Molur and other members of the Zoo Outreach Organisation (http://www.zooreach.org).
The idea for this network arose during the Conservation Assessment and Management Plan (CAMP) workshop
for South Asian primates held in Coimbatore, 5–9 March, 2002 (Molur et al., 2003). South Asia includes
Afghanistan, Bhutan, Bangladesh, India, Maldives, Nepal, Pakistan and Sri Lanka.

The Zoo Outreach Organisation (ZOO), and Wildlife Information Liaison Development (WILD) have strong
links to a number of important organizations for primate conservation efforts in the region, such as the
Conservation Breeding specialist Group (CBSG), the Reintroduction Specialist Group (RSG), the World
Association of Zoos and Aquaria (WAZA), the South Asian Zoo Association for Regional Cooperation
(SAZARC), the International Zoo Educator Association (IZE) and its South Asian Network (SANIZE), and
other partners in the zoo, wildlife and environmental community.  The SAPN website (http://
www.southasianprimatenetwork.org) was launched in December 2006, and shows how it is possible to use
the relationships with these institutions and other partners to promote primate conservation, welfare and
education. ZOO and WILD have a strong team of dedicated specialists and enthusiasts working in technical,
academic, administrative and creative areas.  They have developed a data base which includes the taxa
assessed in CAMP workshops: the TTMS Threatened Taxa Monitoring System (TTMS) has all the data
sheets for all the South Asian taxa assessed for their threatened status (http://www.southasiantaxa.org).

Essentially the networks as conceived by ZOO & WILD over the years bring a systematic administration to
the collection of selected taxon specialists in the region so they can work more effectively together.  The
primate specialists involved are well known: they include such as Wolfgang Dittus, Anwarul Islam, Mewa
Singh, Ajith Kumar, Jayantha Das, and many others.  A directory of the members of the SAPN is provided at
http://www.zooreach.org/Networks/Primate/Primate_directory.pdf.

Besides providing a forum for information exchange, the SAPN helps raise funds for, and promotes, workshops
and research, and produces publications and educational materials for the conservation of the South Asian
primates.

Grants from the Margot Marsh Biodiversity Foundation paid for the printing of these issues and the Los
Angeles Zoo, California, Director John R. Lewis, kindly arranged for their distribution worldwide.  The
supplement issue was dedicated to the behavior, ecology, and captive breeding of the two species of muriqui,
Brachyteles arachnoides and B. hypoxanthus, along with reports on their conservation status and the
conservation efforts on their behalf in the Atlantic forest of Brazil: «The Ecology and Conservation of the
Muriqui (Brachyteles): Reports from 2002–2005.»  The guest editors were Karen B. Strier (University of
Wisconsin–Madison), Luiz Paulo de Souza Pinto and Adriano Paglia (both of Conservação Internacional do
Brasil, Belo Horizonte), Sérgio L. Mendes (Universidade Federal do Espírito Santo, Vitória), and Onildo J.
Marini-Filho (Instituto Brasileiro do Meio Ambiente e dos Recursos Naturais Renováveis – IBAMA, Brasilia).
The editing and printing of the supplement issue was also supported by Conservação Internacional do Brasil
and the Gordon and Betty Moore Foundation.

Anthony Rylands retired as editor of the journal in 2006, and a new editorial team was set up, which has the
advantage of including Latin Americans.  Erwin Palacios (Conservation International Colombia, Bogotá
Colombia) assumed the role of principal editor, supported by Liliana Cortés-Ortiz (Museum of Zoology and
Department of Ecology and Evolutionary Biology, University of Michigan, Ann Arbor, MI, USA), Júlio César
Bicca-Marques (Pontifícia Universidad Católica do Rio Grande do Sul, Porto Alegre, Brazil), Liza Veiga
(Museu Paraense Emílio Goeldi, Belém, Brazil), Eckhard Heymann (Deutsches Primatenzentrum Göttingen,
Germany), and Jessica Lynch (Department of Anthropology, Washington State University, Pullman, WA
USA). Ernesto Rodríguez-Luna and Brenda Solórzano (Centro de Investigaciones Tropicales – CITRO),
Universidad Veracruzana, Veracruz, México) are responsible for the news section and book reviews.  The
hiatus resulted in no issues being published in 2006, and Volume 14 produced by the new editorial team was
dated 2007.

African Primates
After eight years (from 1995), Thomas Butynski stepped down as editor of African Primates in 2003.  The
last issue published was Volume 6 (1 & 2) 2002–2003.  After some time spent searching for an editor to
replace him, Carolyn Ehardt (University of Texas at San Antonio) has agreed to be editor.

Jörg Ganhzorn (Institute of Zoology, Ecology and Conservation, University of Hamburg, Germany) edited
and published two issues of Lemur News.  Anja Ganzhorn and Rose Marie Randrianarison were assistant
editors for numbers for 11 and 12.  Heike Klensang formatted the issues.  Lemur News is supported by the
University of Hamburg, the World Wide Fund for Nature (WWF), the Deutsches Primatenzentrum (DPZ),
Göttingen, and the Margot Marsh Biodiversity Foundation (MMBF).

Asian Primates
Jatna Supriatna (Conservation International – Indonesia) and Ramesh Boonratana (Mahidol University,
Thailand) launched a new edition, revamped, of the journal—Asian Primates.  It covers Southeast Asia,
South Asia and China, and results from collaboration between Conservation International – Indonesia and the
South East Asian Primatological Society (SEAPA).  Volume 1(1), 2008, 40pp, has five articles including
information on the status of two Critically Endangered gibbons, the Hainan gibbon (Nomascus hainanus),
and the eastern black-crested gibbon (Nomascus nasutus) the rediscovered in China.  Other articles deal
with the distribution of Nycticebus bengalensis in northeastern India, the molecular genetics of the genus
Presbytis, and population densities of the tarsier, Tarsius dianae, in disturbed habitats in Central Sulawesi.
This first issue was financed by a grant from the Margot Marsh Biodiversity Foundation.  The newsletter
part of Asian Primates will continue to be edited by Ardith Eudey (founding editor in 1991).  Both the
newsletter and the journal will be posted electronically on the PSG website.

Primate Conservation
Anthony Rylands and Russell Mittermeier are editors of the PSG journal Primate Conservation.  Publication
is periodic, but renewed attempts are being made to produce it annually and occasionally biannually.  Once
articles are reviewed, revised and accepted they are formatted and put onto the PSG website <http://
www.primate-sg.org/pc.htm>.  Issues are printed when enough articles have been formatted.  Printing, all
color, is now done in Colombia, with the support of Jose Vicente Rodríguez and CI-Colombia.  Two issues
have been published since August 2006 (Nos. 21 & 22).  Printing is kindly financed by the Margot Marsh
Biodiversity Foundation.  A total of 45 articles were published, along with three book reviews.  The intention
is to publish two shorter issues (numbers 23 and 24) in 2008. The publication of Primate Conservation is
supported by the Center for Applied Biodiversity Science (CABS) at Conservation International (CI), the
Los Angeles Zoo, the Department of Anatomical Sciences at the State University of New York, Stony Brook,
and the Margot Marsh Biodiversity Foundation.

Primate Field Guides

A second edition of Lemurs of Madagascar, part of the Conservation International Tropical Field Guide
Series, was published in 2006. It included 71 species.  Due to the increase in the numbers of lemurs now
recognized (largely descriptions of new species, but also some arising from taxonomic revisions) a third
edition is in preparation, which will include 100 species and subspecies of lemurs. Sally Walker and Sanjay
Molur compiled the Guide to South Asian Primates for Teachers and Students of All Ages, published in
2007.  It was based on the CAMP Workshop for South Asian Primates published in 2003.  These field guides
used the primate illustrations of Stephen D. Nash, Stony Brook University, New York.  Future field guides in
preparation include the primates of the Guianas (French Guiana, Guyana and Suriname), the primates of
West Africa, and the marmosets and tamarins.  The field guides (books and pocket guides) are printed in
collaboration with the regional program of Conservation International in Colombia (Jose Vicente Rodriguez).

Pocket Guides
These are small, laminated, fold-out brochures with illustrations and maps.  They have been produced for

the lemurs of Madagascar, the monkeys of the Atlantic Forest of eastern Brazil, the monkeys of the Guianas
(French Guiana, Guyana, and Suriname), and the primates of South Asia.  Pocket identification guides in
preparation include the primates of West Africa, the marmosets and tamarins, and the primates of Mesoamerica
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(Mexico and Central America). They are produced in collaboration with the regional program of Conservation
International in Colombia.

PSG Website  (John M. Aguiar)

The website for the Primate Specialist Group was developed in 2005 and launched in June 2006, in conjunction
with the special session on the 25 Most Endangered Primates at the 21st Congress of the International
Primatological Society.  The PSG website serves as a resource for PSG members, researchers, and the
general public, providing information on primate diversity, threat status and current conservation efforts.

As of April 2008, the PSG website has 217 individual web pages, organized into five primary themes.  The
Species section presents a comprehensive list of currently recognized primate taxa, grouped by selected
countries and bioregions, together with the IUCN Red List status where available.  A special section offers
snapshot profiles of 52 Critically Endangered taxa.

The Publications section provides an open-access archive of recent issues of PSG journals, as well as online
publication of Primate Conservation on a continuing basis.  The archive currently contains 203 individual
articles from 24 issues, primarily of Neotropical Primates, and continues to expand as new issues are
published.  The Publications section also includes French and English versions of recent IUCN Action Plans
for chimpanzees and gorillas, plus information on the expanding series of field guides produced for key
primate regions.

A third area of the PSG website is devoted to the Section on Great Apes, which presents background on the
SGA and general information on great apes, as well as reports and application materials for the Great Ape
Action Fund.  This section also supports the online publication of the new series of Best Practices documents,
developed by the SGA to provide expert guidance on technical aspects of great ape conservation.

The website also hosts the online edition of the PSG’s signature report, the 25 Most Endangered Primates;
this section presents each species account as a complete online publication, together with the full report in
PDF.  This and other significant publications are announced in the News section, which reports on PSG
documents, new species discoveries, professional working groups and other events of note.  Beyond these
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five main areas, the PSG site has individual pages for additional publications, plus essays, bibliographic resources
and a special section on the primates of Vietnam.

The PSG website continues to expand and develop its content, in particular the species accounts and the
publications archive.  By the end of 2008 the Species section will have a current list of known primates from
each habitat country, together with an updated set of threat assessments from the 2008 Global Mammal
Assessment.  Working in conjunction with the GMA, the Primate Specialist Group has developed state-of-
the-art distribution maps for each primate taxon, which would be ideal to include as an integrated aspect of
the taxonomic summaries; each primate taxon linked by name to its individual range map, together with notes
on threat status and current conservation efforts.

Likewise the website will continue to expand its range and depth of online publications, as more issues of
PSG regional journals are published and earlier volumes are converted to PDF.  The website is capable of
providing a platform for supporting materials, such as large images, specimen lists or supplementary datasets,
which might be excluded from traditional print publications owing to limitations of space or budget.  The
website also offers PSG members the ability to review draft documents on a series of members-only pages,
and has the potential to support special publication projects by individual PSG researchers.
